aiti, once known as the richest colony in the Western Hemisphere, is now known as one
of the poorest nations in the world. Over 70% of the adult population is unemployed.
Due to political unrest and dire economic circumstances, there are many beautiful
children being given up for adoption.

Foyer de Sion was founded in 1999 by a compassionate man and his wife who, although poor and
needy themselves, took in seventeen other children in desperate need of nutrition and love, solely
because they saw a need. Their vision of helping others has grown, along with their household
size. The faith, hard work and dedication of Guesno and Marjorie Mardy have saved countless
lives as the organization has grown into what it is today. Currently under the direct care of the
Mardygs are 300+ children, many of whom are referred to waiting families in North America and
Europe.

The adoption process can take up to two years before the children can come home to their
families. During this long and arduous wait, resources at the orphanage become stretched beyond
the limits. As poverty ravages the country, more children come to the orphanage in search of
nourishment, shelter, and especially hope. Foyer de Sion is working to make a difference in the
lives of these Haitian children.

80% live on less than $2.00 a day 50% of children die before age 5

5,000 - 10,000 children live on the street 7% of children enslaved

200,000 orphans
